and for the first time in seven years we didn't organise
the year round #Vteam, participating in Peace and
Freedom projects.

Behind the scenes we are working on partnerships with
several youth organisations across Europe to start a
cross-border Youth News Europe Initiative. We are proud
of starting this new era and there will be a lot more to
come in 2025.
